By your Spirit, keep us in the joyful procession of those who with their tongues 

confess Jesus as Lord and with their lives praise him as Savior, who lives and reigns with you 

and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen. 
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Psalm: Psalm 118:19-21, 26-29 

L) 19Open to me the gates of righteousness, that I may enter through them 

 and give thanks to the LORD. 

C) 20This is the gate of the LORD; the righteous shall enter through it. 

L) 21I thank you that you have answered me and have become my salvation. 

C) 26Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the LORD. 

We bless you from the house of the LORD. 

L)  27The LORD is God, and he has given us light.  

Bind the festal procession with branches, up to the horns of the altar. 

C) 28You are my God, and I will give thanks to you;  

you are my God, I will extol you. 

L) 29O give thanks to the LORD, for he is good, for his steadfast love endures forever.  

Second Lesson: Philippians 2:5-11 

P) Let the same mind be in you that was in Christ Jesus, 

C) Who, though he was in the form of God, did not regard equality with God as something 

to be exploited, but emptied himself, taking the form of a slave, being born in human 

likeness.  

P) And being found in human form, he humbled himself and became obedient to the point of 

death-- even death on a cross.  

C) Therefore God also highly exalted him and gave him the name that is above every name, 

P) So that at the name of Jesus every knee should bend, in heaven and on earth and under the 

earth, 

C) And every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the 

Father.
